A.D. 26 Jesus baptized in the Jordan River 

  Jesus tempted by satan

A.D. 27 Jesus cleanses the temple 

  Jesus and Nicodemus 

  Jesus talks to the Samaritan woman 

  Jesus heals a nobleman’s son in Cana 

  The people in Jesus’ hometown (Nazareth) try to kill him 

4 Fishermen become Jesus’ followers (Mt. 4:18-22) 

    Jesus heals Peter’s mother-in-law (Mt. 8:14-17) 

  Jesus begins his first preaching trip through Galilee (Mt. 4:23-25) 

  Matthew decides to follow Jesus (Mt. 9:9-13) 

A.D. 28 Jesus chooses the 12 disciples  

  Jesus preaches the Sermon on the Mount (Mt. 5:1—7:29) 

  A sinful woman anoints Jesus in Capernaum 

  Jesus ministers again in Galilee 

  Jesus tells parables about the kingdom (Mt. 13:1-52) 

  Jesus calms the storm in the Sea of Galilee 

  Jairus’ daughter is brought back to life by Jesus 

  Jesus sends the Twelve out to preach and heal (Mt. 14:1-12) 

  John the Baptist is killed by Herod (Mt. 14:1-12) 

A.D. 29 Jesus feeds the 5,000 near Bethsaida 

  Jesus walks on water 

  Jesus withdraws to Tyre and Sidon 

  Jesus feeds the 4,000 

  Peter says that Jesus is the Son of God (Mt. 16:13-20) 

  Jesus tells his disciples he is going to die soon (Mt. 16:21-26) 

  Jesus is transfigured (Mt. 17:1-13) 

  Jesus pays his temple taxes in Capernaum (Mt. 17:24-27) 

  Jesus attends the Feast of Tabernacles (October) 

  Jesus heals a man who was born blind in Jerusalem 

  Jesus visits Mary and Martha at Bethany 

  Jesus raises Lazarus from the dead at Bethany (Winter) 



A.D. 30 Jesus begins his last trip to Jerusalem 

  Jesus blesses the little children across the Jordan (Mt. 19:13-15) 

  Jesus talks to the rich young man (Mt. 19:16-30) 

  Jesus again predicts his death and resurrection (Mt. 20:17-19) 

  Jesus heals blind Bartimaeus in Jericho (Mt. 20:29-34) 

  Jesus talks to Zacchaeus (Jericho) 

  Jesus returns to Bethany to visit Mary and Martha (winter) 

The Last Week: Sunday – the Triumphal Entry (Jerusalem) 
   Monday – Jesus curses the fig tree 
   Monday – Jesus clears the temple 
   Tuesday – the authority of Jesus questioned 
   Tuesday – Jesus teaches in the temple 
   Tuesday – Jesus anointed (Bethany) 
   Wednesday – the plot against Jesus 
   Thursday – the Last Supper 
   Thursday – Jesus comforts the disciples 
   Thursday – Gethsemane 
   Thursday night and Friday – Jesus’ arrest and trial 
   Friday – Jesus’ crucifixion and death (Golgotha) 
   Friday – the burial of Jesus (Joseph’s Tomb) 
 
After the Resurrection: Sunday – the empty tomb (Jerusalem) 
    Sunday - Mary Magdalene sees Jesus in the garden 
    Sunday – Jesus appears to the two going to Emmaus 
    Sunday – Jesus appears to 10 disciples (Jerusalem) 
    One week later (Jerusalem) – Jesus appears to the 11 disciples 
    One week later (Sea of Galilee) – Jesus talks w/ some disciples 
    40 days later – Jesus ascends to his Father in Heaven on the  

Mount of Olives
